BP 4100 GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS FOR DEGREES AND

The Long Beach Community College District shall establish procedures to grant degrees
of Associate in Arts, Associate in Science, and Certificate of Achievement to those
students who have completed the subject requirements for graduation and grade point
average requirements in subjects attempted. Procedures will also incorporate general
education, residence and competency requirements set forth in Title 5 regulations. The
procedures shall assure that graduation requirements are published in the District's
catalog(s) and included in other resources that are convenient for students.
