Meet with a counselor to establish an
education plan to achieve your goals.
It is up to you to follow it.

Teachers provide frequent and personal
feedback on the students’ performance in
claoss.

Check your syllabus for
instructor’s contact info
or use the directory.

Students must seek out instructor
feedback/advice during office hours.

Teachers and parents direct most
academic accommodations and services
for students, including special needs and
administrative assistance.

Find services to meet
your needs in the
Academic Programs
directory.

You have to ask for help when you need
it! Notify the correct office of your needs
ahead of each semester.

Assignments are structured with explicit
directions. You are provided most of the
research materials you will need in class.

Get free_.academic
resources , like tutoring
& success cenfters.

Assignments can be open-ended and
require critical thinking skills. You'll need
fo find resources on your own.

Late work is often allowed.

Many high schools have the expectation

that stfudents are local, under 18, and don't

provide support for diverse circumstances.
